1. Cite	a	poem	you	found	on	a	website.		
	
List:	the	author’s	Last	name,	First	name.	“Title	of	Poem.”	Name	of	Website.	The	date	
the	poem	was	posted	(in	day-month-year	order).		

	
• If	there	is	no	date,	put	(n.d.)	Put	where	it’s	from:	(Web).	The	date	you	

accessed	the	poem	on	the	website.	Put	the	name	of	the	website,	not	the	URL	
because	they	are	generally	long	and	confusing,	and	URLs	are	not	required	in	
MLA	format.[5]
